Do
not tighten the joint connector bolts completely until all hardware is in place. Attach wood caps (A) into bolt holes.

Keep the slat roll (P) together. Place the slat roll (P) between the side rails (L) and on the wooden support cleat with

the webbing on the top, secure the slats to the side rail using the wood screws (E). .

Bunk beds consist of two twin beds. You must use both
headboards for the bottom bed and both footboards for the
upper bed. To begin, follow Steps 1 through Step 3 above.

Place the 4 pins "G" into the holes in the tops of the headboard "K" posts. Place the footboards "J" on top of the pins.

Step 5.

Attach the side rails "L" to the footboards "J” to complete the upper bed frame again using the two upper center bored holes.
Once the bed is completely assembled, tighten the joint connector bolts "C" completely.

Twin mattress 74"-75" long and 37.5" - 38.5" wide and no more than 8" thick.

- Follow the information on the warnings appearing on the upper bunk end structure and on
the carton.

- Always use the recommended size mattress or mattress support, or both, to help prevent the
likelihood of entrapment or falls.

- Surface of mattress must be at least Sin. (127mm) below the upper edge of guardrails.

- Do not allow children under 6 years of age to use the upper bunk.

- Periodically check and ensure that the guardrails, ladder, and other components are in their
proper position, free from damage, and that all connectors are tight.

- Do not allow horseplay on or under the bed and prohibit jumping on the bed.

- Always use the ladder for entering and leaving the upper bunk.

- Do not use substitute parts. Contact the manufacturer or dealer for replacement parts.

- Use of a night light may provide added safety precaution for child using the upper bunk.

- The use of water or sleep flotation mattresses is prohibited.

- To prevent entrapment between the bed and wall, always use guardrails on both long sides of
the upper bunk. If the bunk bed will be placed next to the wall, the guardrail that runs the
full length of the bed should be placed against the wall to prevent entrapment between the
bed and wall

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Care Instructions

A lacquer finish is used on this furniture to protect the wood. It is not waterproof, clean spills
immediately. Dust using a slightly damp cloth, making sure no standing water is left on the furniture.
DO NOT use any household cleaners, citrus-based polishes, wood soaps, or oils; they can break
down the natural lacquer finish.

Do not place furniture in direct sunlight. Natural solid wood furniture will naturally color as it ages,
however, direct sunlight dramatically speeds up the process.

Grain streaks and mineral deposits are a natural part of solid wood. They are not defects and are part
of the beauty on natural wood furniture.

Solid wood naturally expands and contracts. In high humidity you may find that drawers can stick
slightly. This will correct itself, and is not reason for concern.

If you place objects such as lamps or plants on your case pieces make sure to move them from time
to time. There may be a slight discoloration where the object was. However, by exposing it to light
the color will catch up to the rest of the case.

Do not place furniture over heating or cooling vents. Dramatic changes in temperature can cause the
wood to split.

Plastic or foam footed items such as phones or clocks can damage this finish, use trivets under such
items.
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
